This new drive gives owners of medium sized sailboats with limited space a high-performance, reliable
alternative to tiller pilots or wheel pilots. It also provides all the advanced steering and control features of

mode. This provides plenty of feel on the sailboat wheel or tiller, making it ideal fur use on racing yachts.
The drive is engineered to provide superior autopilot performance, with features like 12 inches of maximum
stroke, 400 pounds of peak thrust and 333 ft./Ibs. of maximum rudder torque. Hard over time when using

this drive is 12 to 15 seconds.
